What is it? A two-year grant-funded project to create an RDF data model and 
a set of gems for Hyrax-based repository applications providing robust func-
tionality for ingesting, describing, discovering, displaying, and disseminating 
digitized newspaper content. NewspaperWorks will support administrative 
features, and NewspaperViews will support rich front-end interaction.

Why is it needed? Newspapers pose unique challenges for management and 
dissemination, especially for article-level access.  But rather than create yet 
another stand-alone system dedicated to a single content type, these gems will 
simply augment existing repository infrastructure, providing a standardized 
way of managing digitized newspaper content in harmony with other materials.
